Constitution and Bylaws

Article I.
Name and Purpose

Section 1: The name of this organization is the Rosemont Athletics Boosters (RAB), a not-
for-profit organization of the State of California.

Section 2: The purpose for this organization is to provide programs for the promotion of the
sports clubs and to assist with the needs of the members of the Athletics Department..

Section 3: The name of this organization will automatically change to coincide with the name
of the Athletics Department of Rosemont High School, if such change should occur, without
formal amendment to the Constitution and Bylaws.

Article Il.
Membership

Section 1: Any person may become an active member of this organization upon receipt of
their application, payment of dues, and compliance with such requirements as may be set
forth in the Constitution and Bylaws. However, a person shall be a member only during and

for that period in which their dues are paid.

Section 2: Application for membership in this organization shall be made in writing to the
Secretary and shall be accompanied by the annual dues, whereupon said applicant shall be a
member in good standing until July 31 of the year stated on the membership application.

Section 3: Members must be 18 years of age or older to vote, hold an office, or chair a
committee. '

Section 4: All members shall be provided with a copy of the current Constitution and Bylaws.

Section 5: Any Business/Organization may be an active, non-voting member of this
organization upon receipt of their application, payment of dues, and compliance with such
requirements as may be set forth by the Constitution and Bylaws. However, a
business/organization shall only be a member during and for that period in which their dues

are paid.
